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[ Abstract] The end of the Cold War has been announced many times, yet the
reality of great power rivalry, if not conflict, refuses to die. At the Budapest summit of the
OSCE in December 1994 president Boris Yeltsin warned that attempts by the West to

discredit the pursuit of Russia's ‘normal’ great power interests by forever raising the
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spectre of a revival of the Cold War threatened precisely to lead to the emergence of a
‘cold peace’. His warning proved strikingly prescient. The asymmetric end to the cold war
(briefly defined as restoring the logic of winners and losers rather than a common
endeavour) sustained systemic patterns of Cold War conflict, although in new forms.
Neither under Yeltsin in the 1990s nor under president Vladimir Putin in the 2000s has a
stable and inclusive post-cold war international system emerged. Both Yeltsin and Putin
sought to integrate Russia into the international economic system as well as into an
enlarged security system, but the way that the original Cold War was transcended laid the
seeds for future conflict that challenge the Barack Obama and Dmitry Medvedev

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[ Abstract] In the post-Soviet period, the characteristic pattern of Russian foreign
policy is the reemergence of situational inconsistencies, namely disproportionate changes
and shifts of positions and behavior substantially contrary to engagement. Such illogical
foreign policy behavior is typically embodied in Russia’s reactions in the
Russian-Georgian war in 2008, NATO enlargement and US plan to install missile defense
system on the FEuropean continent. The author thinks that traditional rational,
actor-centered IR theories, which assume that an actor’s policy preference does not easily
change, lack explanatory force for the puzzling Russian foreign policy behavior. He
believes that foreign policy is affected by actors’ subjective interpretation of the world and
their emotions. Russia’s feeling of disrespect breeds tensions and conflict and its “anger”
expresses an emotional judgment resulting from the feeling that Russia is not respected by
the West, which aims to reveal Russia’s importance rather than to serve as a destructive
role. Analysis of the subjectivity in Russian foreign policy helps to provide a new
theoretical and analytical perspective to better understand the relationship between Russia
and the West.

[ Abstract] This paper explores how the image of the US has developed in two
major Russian daily newspapers, Izvestiya and Komsomolskaya Pravda, in a time period
comprised of a total 20 weeks’ of study in the years of 1984, 1994, 2004 and 2009. For
Russia this time span was dramatic: from seemingly stable superpower in the 1980s, over
the chaos after the dissolution of the Soviet Union in the 1990s, to the partial comeback to
great power status in the beginning of the 21* century. While telling the story how the
image of the US has evolved, the article also describes how Russian self-images have
developed. The image projected of the US was Manichean in the 1980s, whereas the most
benevolent images were found in the 1990s. The cases from 2004 and 2009 reflect an
assertive Russia that is back on the world stage. The US is here again often criticized, but
also like before comprises the scale against which Russia itself is measured.

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[ Abstract] In late 19th and early 20th century, Tsarist Russia’s periodicals in China
could be divided into two categories including official and private ones according to the
identities of organizers. Among official periodicals, the majority is of Russian and some
are of Chinese, both of which directly or indirectly served the overall interest of Russia’s
aggression against China. Meanwhile, private newspapers of the same period were strictly
controlled by Tsarist Russia. Tsarist Russia’s activities in journals in China did not last

long and the total sum of journals is not so much as well, but it had greatly promoted the
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development of journalism in China, especially in Northeast China. Tsarist Russia's
periodicals have ended the history of Northeast China without newspapers, which has a
profound effect on the subsequent development of Northeast China’s journalism.
