[ Abstract] The 20 years under Putin is of great significance to the
reconstruction of Russia and its return to the global stage. The goals of
safeguarding Russia’s national unity and revitalizing Russia’s glory as a great
power, put forward at the beginning of Putin’s reign, have both been achieved.

Russia’s economy lags
behind, which is not only influenced by such external factors as the end of
cyclical factors of globalization and the deterioration of international strategic
environment, but also restricted by its own structural contradictions. From the
ontological point of view, the deep-seated reasons restricting Russia’s economic

growth lie in the decline of its manufacturing sector, the low efficiency of the

state-owned economy and the sluggish fixed capital investment. In his fourth
term, Putin once again proposed the goal of becoming one of the top five in the
world economy by 2024. His administration again focused on social and
economic fields, trying to solve the problems of growth and people’s livelihood.
Economically, achieving diversification is Russia’s important long-term policy
goal. His purpose is to enable traditional industries to continue developing, and at
the same time to gradually adjust the economic structure, so as to ensure the
long-term sustainable economic growth. In the next five years, it is expected that
there won’t be drastic and in-depth reforms in the economic field. Nevertheless,
new dynamism will be injected into the economy through adjustments in
industries, finance, public finance, investment and export policies. Actually, how
to turn potentials of economic growth into real “breakthroughs” remains a
serious challenge for Russia.

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[ Abstract] The Sino-Soviet Treaty of Friendship, Alliance and Mutual
Assistance in 1950 was a historic and decisive failure of the U.S. East Asian
policy. The U.S. has successively adopted engagement (driving a wedge between
Beijing and Moscow), a policy of maximum pressure and implied nuclear threats
and so on, aiming to driving the communist superpowers apart. However, after
the Sino-Soviet split, the United States did not realize it in time or correctly,
which led to the escalation in Vietnam. The domestic political costs of
differentiating between the USSR and PRC were simply too high. The U.S.
domestic incentives make its treatment of communism in Europe (differentiated
treatments) and in Asia (firm containment) totally different. The U.S. Cold War
thinking had become highly stylized in Asia, often amounting to the
ideologization of U.S. relations with the Communist world. Although it was
obviously full of prejudices, yet no one could challenge it as the costs were too
high. The Nixon-Kissinger administration seized the opportunity of defeat in
Vietnam. Thanks to their control over domestic politics and mastery of U.S.
foreign policies, they were able to conduct a policy of realism towards China.
Nevertheless, the root of those Cold War axioms still exists.

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[ Abstract] Before the Chinese Eastern Railway Incident in late 1920s,
China Eastern railway, the “localization” course of areas along the railway and
dynamic expansion of space gradually led people to form the image of “locality”
and the concept of “localism”. Its “localism” is embodied by the de-politicization
of “locality”, the centrality of regional economy and leading forces of social
order. The Chinese Eastern Railway Incident from the perspective of “locality”
broke people’s previous “local image”, reduced the economic correlation and
radiation effects of Chinese Eastern Railway and areas along it. The power,
which dominated local social order, was seriously weakened and objectively
played the role of de-localism. Nevertheless, China’s efforts to decolonize failed
at that time, and the creation of state subjectivity locally failed to achieve either,
which weakened political, military, ideological and economic power of Chinese
government in the “local area”. Meanwhile, it also caused great personnel and
economic losses to Chinese Eastern railway and areas along it as well. After the
incident, the colonization of the “local area” was deepened, social order was in
turmoil, and people’s life got into trouble. The Soviet Union’s military
aggression hurt the feelings of two peoples. Cultural exchanges were blocked,
and commercial dumping policies of the Soviet Union hindered the development
of local economy and shook the local economic foundation centered on the
railway economy.
